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Parkside utilizes an accelerated learning paradigm 

called X3Factor developed by Dr. Dixon.  It is built 

on the centrality of challenging students at the 

highest level, and supporting them to reach those 

levels.  He was one of 18 teachers nationally to 

win an AP Excellence in Education Award from 

the College Board and Siemens Corp. based on 

this work, and began implementing this curricu-

lum in math and science at Parkside in 2004-2005.

He received his PhD in Education: Curriculum and 
Instruction from Boston College  and his Bachelor of Sciece in Physics from Massachusetts Institute of Technology.  He 
also has a Master of Divinity with a concentration in Christian Education from Gordon-Conwell " eological Seminary. 

He taught AP Physics and Calculus full-time at the Jeremiah E. Burke HS from 1999-2003, and was one of 18 teachers 
throughout the US selected to receive the 2002 Siemens Award for Excellence in AP Teaching, sponsored by Siemens 
and the College Board. He served as an assistant professor at Gordon College from 2003-2005 and worked as an in-
structor for the MITE2s (Minority Introduction to Engineering and Entrepreneurship) at MIT and the College Bound 
Program at Boston College.  With over 19 years of teaching experience in math and science, he specializes in high aca-
demic achievement for minorities and inner-city youth in math and science, research he has presented at the American 
Educational Research Association national conference. 

CRYSTAL3DIXO N is the Director of Administration at Parkside.  She has a B.S. in Electrical Engineering from 
MIT, and a M.S. in Education Administration from Boston College.  Her former experience includes serving as Assis-
tant Director of Emmanuel Gospel Center and Director of the Boston Education Collaborative.  She has also served as 
Assistant Director of Admission, Director of Financial Aid and Director of Multicultural A# airs at a private boarding 
school, where she received commendation for her work in increasing campus diversity.
